1. Matters arising
AC picked up promotional material from other Cittaslow towns. The promotional material was discussed. Book marks and the promotional material from Perth are worth considering.
PR group is yet to meet.

AC still unsure of date for assessment from Italy.

Town Walls letter of support sent.

Still waiting on funding for cornstarch bags.

Green Fair stall application completed.
Publicity
NG asked how Cittaslow Ludlow will get good publicity. It has already been agreed that Cittaslow needs to become involved in more projects and make people more aware of what a Community Interest Company is. TD we need to plan events and show by example. We could try getting the Ludlow Organic Gardeners up and running again. AC to try to find out why it stopped previously. 
It was suggested that we need a town crier.  AC to ask Town Council about this.
TD wants to sort out play areas for children. It was agreed that we could get a petition to Town Council to do something about play areas. 
JC|TD to coordinate this with schools and playgroups. 
Cittaslow Ludlow should be about helping events not taking them over. Rickshaws, electric bikes, horse & cart where mentioned.
It was agreed that we should try to produce the bookmarks in recycled paper not plastic and look into producing cloth bags. 
TD to research cost of producing bookmarks/cloth bags. 

2. CITTASLOW INTERNATIONAL MEETING:  

DC’s report from the meeting was noted. He commented that it was remarkable that the Italians hold Ludlow in very high esteem for what it has achieved for Cittaslow.
Notes of meeting of 31st May were considered. The next meeting is to be held on 27th September in Birmingham. It was agreed that TD is to go. Discussion in Birmingham included the idea of having a national Cittaslow week. Cittaslow UK CIC has been delayed since the Scottish system does not recognise CIC, but these problems have been overcome and progress is now being made according to the new National Co-ordinator, Jack Coburn. Andrea Mearns, the representative from Mold  was nominated to represent the UK on the new International Committee and has been asked to become a Vice President in recognition of the growth and development of the UK network.
3. DIRECTORS
It is acknowledged that more directors needed. One from each sector is required, and we are currently short of a Local Authority representative. Discussions with Rosanna Taylor-Smith (SSDC councillor) to undertake the role for the interim period until the new Shropshire Council is established. A Parish Council representative could also be sought. 
Andrew Burn is to ask the Civic Society if they could nominate a director who could be more active since the organisation is dependent on volunteer activity.
4. pROJECTS
Green Fair literature needs to be organised. JC to help AC.

Cornstarch bags have been purchased. TD is looking for alternative bags to suggest to butchers. Suggested potato starch is a better product. TD to give samples to butchers. 
TD to contact Cynthia Schears at Diss for campaigning ideas as they are plastic bag free.

Transition towns: Nothing has happened yet.

Community Land Trust: A meeting has been held as already reported and a vision document is in production.
5. BUSINESS PLAN
TD organised the first meeting. Another meeting scheduled Thursday 17th July. It is moving ahead. Need to identify some funds. DC to send everyone details of the Basis 2 Initiative. TD mentioned the Advantage West Midlands and Leader Plus by Shropshire Hills Trust. Nexus Grant has funds to take services to more rural areas but you need to prove demand for a project. It was agreed that need to hire someone part-time unless we can ‘share’ other organisations with staff whose time could be added to.
6. OTHER
Cittaslow minutes will be sent to Linda Thomas at the Town Council.
AC to compile a dossier of other towns information to address the Council with DC. 
 DC to talk to Linda Thomas and send her the report from Orvieto. 
Sustainable Communities Act to be discussed at the next meeting.

PC is in possession of Cittaslow property from the Town Council.
